Nominations are acceptable by using the form attached, by letter or email giving the same
information, whichever is easiest for you. Up to three individuals or groups will be honoured.
Information contained on the nomination form will be anonymized before all Parish
Councillors judge the winners.

2025 in St Marks Church Hall, Sticker.
